Things to remember at the Duchess Theatre.  
 
If there is a fire alarm, it is not a practise, and everyone must evacuate the building. There 
are two exits backstage, one in the corridor behind the stage and one down the corridor 
leading to the ladies toilet, which can also be accessed downstairs at the rear of the ladies 
dressing room.  
The other fire exits are in the foyer, at the back of the auditorium and from the room next 
to the old kitchen.  
 
Principals, please wear makeup for both Sunday and Tuesday rehearsals, and for all 
performances. Chorus just Tuesday onwards, please.  
 
Note early start on Tuesday at 1915.  
 
Please don't bring valuables which will be left unguarded whilst performances are 
underway.  
 
Ladies and gentlemen, please stay out of each other’s dressing rooms with no exceptions.  
 
Please do not invite family, visitors or friends upstairs.  
 
Please do not invite family or anyone other than Society members on stage.  
 
Please do not take any photos without the person being photographed being aware.  
 
No glasses on stage please (seeing or drinking).  
 
Don't take costumes home and please carefully put all elements of your costume together 
on Saturday and carefully give them to Susan or Julian downstairs.
